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Golf Tournament General Rules
August 8, 2005 Hidden Creek Country Club

General Rules:
- Soft Spikes needed, NO METAL SPIKES
- Proper Attire required — No Denim
- Men must wear collared shirt.
- Ladies may wear non-collared golf style shirts, including
sleeveless golf shirts.

Standard 4 Player Captains Choice format:

- In Fairway — place and play ball within 1 club length from the
chosen shot, no closer to the hole.

- You may not change the nature of your lie (i.e. rough must stay in
rough, sand must stay in sand, etc.)

- On Green — play your ball within 6 inches from the chosen ball, no
closer to the hole

- Out of Bounds — 1 stroke penalty and drop

- If 3over par on a hole — pick up, 3 over par will be maximum per
hole

- Must use 1 of each players Tee Shots per 9 holes

- 2 Longest Drive holes — same person cannot win both

- 2 Closest to Pin holes — same person cannot win both

Closest to Pin:

Only initial tee shots are considered for the contest. Mulligans can be used
on these holes, but not for contest. Ball must rest on the Green to be
considered for contest.

Longest Drive:

Only initial tee shots are considered for the contest. Mulligans can be used
on these holes, but not for contest. Ball must rest in fairway to be considered
for contest.

Mulligans:
1 Mulligan for $10. May be used for any shot — Mulligans CANNOT be used to

win the Closest to Pin and/or Longest Drive contests.

Threesomes:
Rotate extra shot among the three players after each hole. The player making
the extra shot does so the entire hole.
